ED U C ATIONAL AWARDS
& SCHOL AR SHIPS

Awarded to Jewish students who are in need of �nancial assistance to continue postsecondary education at a University, 
College or other post-secondary program. This award is based on �nancial need, academic achievement andcommunity 
involvement.

To be eligible for an award for general studies, an applicant:

A qualified candidate will...

...be Jewish

...be applying for, have been accepted into, or be continuing studies a university, college or other post-sec-

ondary program (for �rst-year university see High School Education Awards)

...demonstrate to the satisfaction of the selection committee that they are in need of �nancial assistance in 

order to pursue the program *

...Must have a minimum GPA of 2.0 or ‘C’ average

...Must be a resident of Manitoba

• Financial need

• Academic achievement

• Involvement in the local community

• Volunteer work in the Jewish community

• Volunteer work in the general community

• The nature and length of the program to which the applicant has applied or been accepted

Assuming the applicant meets the eligibility requirements set forth above, the following criteria will be used by the selection 
committee in recommending an award:

* The Jewish Foundation of Manitoba may require information above and beyond that requested in the application in order to con�rm �nancial need. If 
required, the applicant will be noti�ed.
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
